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Copyright can be a valuable asset.

So, what is copyright in Canada? Copyright is the exclusive, legal right to Produce, Reproduce, Sell or license, Publish Or perform an original work Or a substantial part of it.

When others want to copy Or use the work... They generally need to ask for permission and/or provide Payment.

Copyright works include: Literary such as Books, Web pages, Software coding, Artistic,  Dramatic, Musical, and Sound recordings, Communication signals, Performers' performances.

When does copyright protection begin? An original work is automatically protected the moment you create it. And, as the copyright owner, you have exclusive rights to use it.
You can register your original work with the Canadian Intellectual Property Office. Learn more about copyright and copyright registration visit Canada.ca/copyright.

A certificate of registration of copyright is more evidence that the person registered is the owner. Generally, copyright protection lasts for the life of the author of the work,
Plus 50 years after their death. After that, the work is in the public domain, And anyone can use it.

This is the copyright symbol. It can be used whether the copyright is registered or not. Using the symbol is not mandatory, but is a useful reminder to others that the work is legally protected. Learn more about copyright and copyright registration Visit Canada.ca/copyright.
