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Observe the fingering carefully. 
Other fingerings are possible but the suggested fingering may be the most comfortable.

GF1 Lesson 8b..
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Keys containing flats are generally not too popular with guitar players. The scales may not be that 
difficult but the standard chord fingerings are mostly all rather challenging. With the "bar" chords, a 
guitar with perfectly adjusted action is critical. The F and Bb chords require a full "bar" fingering at 
the first fret. The nut action on the guitar has to be at its finest tolerance.

Glide picking is also possible.
