When the majority of the melody notes are inside the staff, a song is usually singable by most 
voices. If the notes are mostly either above or below the staff, singing the melody usually takes a 
very special vocal talent.

How is the review going? Keep in mind that perfecting old material is most important. 
The new material will be relatively easy if the foundations are strong. If you are still 
struggling with some of the past lessons, it may be better to spend more time in 
review. Examine where the weaknesses lie and concentrate your practice on those 
aspects in your studies.
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
